-Warm winter hunting boots
-Warm winter parka

-Warm winter hunting pants (any colour)

-Warm orange hat/toque (woolen hat)

-a cooler or shipping container (or can be purchased after getting your deer) 

-SD card or flashdrive for pics or video taken (we can add photos to it)
Hunting Clothes:

-Our rifle hunters are required to wear an orange hat, and white or orange full vest/upper outerwear (minimum). 
-Our bow hunters are able to wear camouflage. Please bring your preferred hunting camo clothing.
