**Remember that this is a remote location. You may be able to stop at a Wal-Mart or Cabela’s in Saskatoon after your flight arrives, but once on the trail we are hours from the nearest supply store so be sure you know what YOUR essentials are & be sure to pack those.

-a cooler or shipping container (or can be purchased after getting your deer/bear) 

-SD card or flashdrive for pics or video taken

Hunting Clothes:

-Our rifle hunters are required to wear an orange hat, and white or orange vest/outerwear (minimum). 
-Our bow hunters are able to wear camouflage. Please bring your preferred hunting camo clothing.
